LUTON AIRPORT LATEST 

Plans are underway to move the flight path centre-line 
away from Redbourn. Last yearôs trials, when aircraft 
attempted to fly the official route over the village, proved 
to be very noisy for residents. Recently Redbourn 
Councillors Roger Gray and David Mitchell met with Neil 
Thompson, the airport Operations Director, to discuss 
the issue. Neil Thompson said he was optimistic the 
centre line could be moved by the end of the year, if all 
parties agreed. It would run between Hemel Hempstead 
and Redbourn, the route that many aircraft already fly. 

Luton Borough Council have announced that they want 
to expand the number of passengers using the airport, 
which would mean more flights. Redbourn Parish 
Council have formally objected on the grounds that this 
would mean more noise pollution. We are particularly 
concerned that there would be more night flights.   

Redbourn Parish Council has a Luton Airport Working 
Party in place which consists of Cllrs Gray, Mitchell and 
Nadia Davies, along with local resident Rhona Grant.  
This group will continue to monitor issues, so do contact 
them if you have any concerns or contributions to make.

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The Redbourn 900 Steering Committee met recently to decide how we should best use our Fund for the Future.  The 
R900 events were not primarily intended to raise money from the 25+ events that brought the community together in 
2010.  In fact very many people generously helped organise and run the events entirely voluntarily and we witnessed a 
marvellous outpouring of goodwill across all sections of our community.  It was an ambitious plan and some even 
predicted we might end up with a deficit!  In the final analysis we raised about £30,000. 
 
Several applications for financial support were received.  We carefully considered all the requests and decided to base 
our donations on the guidelines set up for the Fund for the Future, at the start of the R900 planning process in 
2009.   We elected to split the money equally between the three areas and to donate all the available resources to 
organisations in the village, which we felt best contributed to the Goals that were agreed. 
 
Donations from Redbourn 900 were sent to the organisations listed below, in grateful recognition of all that they are 
doing in our community to encourage participation in creative activities, enhancing opportunities for young people and 
strengthening international links.  
 
YOUNG PEOPLE (åÃ10,000): Redbourn Recreation Centre for activities for 8-12yr olds; support for facilities for Teens 

being developed by the Parish Council at the Recreation Centre; Redbourn Scout and Redbourn Brownie Groups. 
 
LOCAL CREATIVITY (åÃ10,000): the following organisations were granted equal amounts to encourage creativity in 

Redbourn: Redbourn Warblers Youth Choir; Redbourn Festival Chorus; Redbourn Singers; Redbourn Artists; Redbourn 
Players; Redbourn In Stitches; Redbourn In Bloom; Redbourn Allotment Association; Redbourn Business Community. 
 
INTERNATIONAL LINKS (åÃ10,000): The Steering Committee backed the vision of attracting international visitors to 

Redbourn by providing them with accommodation so that they can experience and work in our community. Funds were 
ear-marked to help accomplish this vision in the future redevelopment of the dilapidated Parish Hall at Church End. 
 
In addition to the above, the Steering Committee wished to ensure that: 
The specifically ear-marked donation from the Co-op will set up a Nature Trail in St Maryôs Churchyard, working with 
those who have already drawn up tentative plans. 
A Brown Sign will be negotiated for St Maryôs Parish Church as a 12th century historical landmark. 
A non-rusting metal image of the R900 logo will be made for display near the War Memorial site.  
 
We will all be delighted if the money is spent in the spirit of the goals of the Redbourn 900 Fund-for-the-Future.  The 
900th Anniversary celebrations certainly brought the community together and represented a memorable community 
effort.

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Redbourn Youth Club  
Latest News 
 
The youth club for 8-12 year olds has been a victim of its 

own success, with children from the waiting list arriving 
even though they have been asked not to.  As a result, 38 
children arrived one night, which was unsafe for the size of 
the venue. The youth worker decided to split the club in 
two, and asked children to turn up on alternate Tuesdays. 
This caused confusion and led to a drop in attendance, so it 
has been decided to revert to the old system of a weekly 
club for everyone after Easter.  Club members who do not 
attend for several weeks will have their names removed 
from the list, and someone on the waiting list will be given 
their place.  Fundraising to cover the cost of wages and the 
hire of the rooms continues, as without continued funding 
the club cannot continue. As well as grants from the County 
Councillorôs locality budget, District Council, Parish Council, 
Redbourn 900 and the Redbourn Fireworks, the Youth Club 
management committee is holding monthly events to raise 
funds. The quiz night at the Cricketers pub in February 
raised £380.  A Race Night was held at the Recreation 
Centre on 31

st
 March, and we are grateful to those who 

attended. Thanks also goes to the Recreation Centre for 
supporting the event, and to the race sponsors:  Crown 
Pharmacy, Lybury Lane handy store, Hauskraft, Colin 
Mason, Impact Training, PrintForce, Blue Sky PR, 
Redbourn Physiotherapy, Redbourn MOT Centre and the 
Redbourn Business Community.  Sadly, the event was not 
supported by the parents of those who use the club, and 
the attendees were mainly parish councillors, committee 
members and their friends.  After talking to some of the 
parents at the club, it became apparent that there is no 
support for fundraising events, and the parents expressed 
the view that the weekly fee should be higher.  The 
management committee is considering this suggestion, but 
any other proposals for funding the club would be very 
welcome.  There will be a table top sale at the Parish 
Centre on Saturday 28

th
 April, and it is hoped that people 

will take advantage of this, and book tables to sell 
unwanted items. 
 
At the Parish Centre, the 13-17 club is still not getting any 

support from potential members. Parents at the younger 
age group club have asked that it is kept going so that 
when their children are older, they can carry on attending a 
club. It is important that young people do not lose the 
friendships they formed at the junior school as they move 
on to different schools in Harpenden and St Albans. A 
youth club for teens was intended to help with this, and give 
people somewhere to hang out. It is hard to get into town to 
meet your friends when you canôt drive and the buses are 
so infrequent.  The Youth Club management committee 
would welcome suggestions from young people in 
Redbourn as to what we might offer instead of a youth club.  
One suggestion is a youth café, and to change the date 
from Tuesday to Friday (if the parish council were willing to 
continue to offer the premises free of charge).  The Youth 
Council is thriving, and has requested an extra night.  
Clearly this is something which some young people want to 
do, but are there others out there who would like to do 
something different in Redbourn?  Please get in touch with 
your suggestions.
